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TIP: Stumped by a speaker you think has done little or no wrong. Think about other great speeches you seen and evaluate what this speaker could add for more impact. Evaluate what wasn’t there. What would make this speaker even more powerful? Advanced speakers can actually get discouraged if all they hear are positive comments. If possible give an example of how to apply this idea.
