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Avoid whitewashes: Where possible, always have areas for improvement. Speakers who receive only positive comments are likely to feel left out. If you can’t find a weakness define how you feel the speaker could add another element of speaking skills to enhance their performance, i.e., “I feel Bob’s strong use of vocal variety is consistently a key part of his Table Topic. I feel Bob could add more visual language to enhance his voice.”
